Add the following text:

7.12.4  Addition:

The instructions for built-in appliances  having a separate control panel for several appliances
shall state that the control panel is only to be connected to the specified appliances in order to
avoid a possible hazard.

Add the following text:

7.15  Addition:

When it is not practical to place the marking of fixed appliances  so that it is visible after the
appliance has been installed, the relevant information shall also be included in the instructions
for use or on an additional label which can be fixed near the appliance after installation.

NOTE – An example of such a fixed appliance  is a built-in appliance .

25.3  Add the following to the addition:

The connection to the supply wires of built-in appliances  may be made before the appliance
is installed.
