Nominal dimensions, tolerances and bolt hole fixing positions
which affect the interchangeability of type S| flanges for gear-
boxes are shown in figures 1 to 3, and giver| in the table.

4 Designation

Gearbox flanges meeting the requirements of this International
Standard shall be identified by the following details in the order
specified:

a) reference to this International Standard;
b) the size code (see table);
c) the number of fixing bolts;

d) the size of the fixing bolts.
